20,000.

A list of 
premises was initiated and it was agreed all members 
would develop this and return to next meeting to 
create a comprehensive list of outlets to email with 
details of  the campaign.

The above decision was repeated in relation to 
community groups and churches. It was agreed there 
are no colleges or universities but 5 primary schools, 
a Children’s centre and a high school. The target is 
30%  of these and it was agreed to clarify if the school 
needs to achieve its own Fairtrade Status to be 
counted in this figure or evidence awareness and 
embracing opportunities.

It was agreed to compile a press release, have a 
Fairtrade stall on the  Farmers’ market to promote 
wine, chocs and flowers for Valentine’s  Day and 
contact Mossley Browser for a article in the January 
edition.Mr Quak Winslow agreed to make a contact 
to establish a website to promote awareness.
